Olympic Champion D.Kūla international competition "Ventspils šķēpi 2021" 

 
1. The aim and tasks 

1.1. To promote and develop javelin throwing in Ventspils and Latvia. 
1.2. To ensure opportunity for National team athletes to compete in international level 

competition. 
1.3. To promote the development of athletes' results. 
 

2. Organizers 
2.1. The competition is organized by Ventspils City Council Sports Department in 

cooperation with the Latvijas Vieglatlētikas Savienība (LVS) and the association 
"FITOMEN". 

2.2. Main Referee – Aigars Matisons (+37129217674) 
 

3. Time and place 
The competition will take place at the Stadium of the Olympic Centre "Ventspils"  
on June 5, 2021. Competition starts at 12:00.  
 

4. Participants of the competition 
Only national team athletes are allowed to participate. Confirmations from National 
Athletics federations are required.

5. Award ceremony 

5.1. Top 3 athletes in each age group will be awarded with competition cups

7. Financial conditions 
Participants travel expenses, board and lodging are paid by participants or their 
organization. 
Foreign athletes’ (adults only) and their representatives’ travels and lodging are paid by 
competition organizers.  
All participants will receive official competition t-shirts. 
 

8. Medical services 
8.1. Athletes themselves or organization they represent are responsible for each 

participant’s health. 
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8.2. During competition, organizers provide first aid for athletes. 
9. Doping control 

Doping control may be conducted. 
 

10. Bibs 
Competition bibs must be worn as issued and may not be cut, folded or obscured in any 
way. No athlete shall be allowed to take part in competition without displaying the 
appropriate bib. 
 

11. Call Room 
11.1. Arrival in the competition area from the call room will be 30 minutes before the 

start of the competition. 
11.2. A participant who has not registered at the call room or arrives at the sector of the 

competition independently will not be admitted to the start. 
 

12. Protests 
12.1. Any protests will be considered in accordance with Rule 146 of the World Athletics 

Technical Rules. 
12.2. Protests concerning the result or conduct of an event shall be made within 30 

minutes of the official announcement of the result of that event. It shall be in 
writing, signed by the athlete, by someone acting on their behalf or by an official 
representative of a team and shall be accompanied by a deposit of EUR 30. 

 
13. COVID- 19 control measures 

13.1. Competition organizers, participants, coaches and other support staff must comply 
with the regulations of the Cabinet of Ministers No. 360 “Epidemiological Safety 
Measures for the Containment of the Spread of COVID-19 Infection”. 

13.2. A certificate of a negative COVID-19 test performed no later than within the last 72 
hours must be presented to the competition secretariat, or a COVID-19 test must be 
performed on site by prior application by June 1, at 14.00 by e-mail:

14.1. By applying for the competition, the participant agrees to the processing of his / her 
personal data for the purposes of organizing the competition and confirms that he / 
she has read the Regulations and agrees with its terms.
